2024 Maracha District Report Card

In August 2024, Uwezo Uganda’s citizen surveyors assessed 743 children ages 4+
from 300 households in Maracha on basic English literacy and numeracy skills.
Uwezo also visited 15 schools in the district.

5. Are teachers present at school?

Present teachers are a crucial ingredient for
learner success. When teachers are absent,
children receive less instructional time,
negatively affecting their learning.
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Low pupil:teacher ratios are key for children’s
learning. The average pupil:teacher ratio in schools
visited in Maracha was 90:1, higher than the

national target, and the largest was 129:1

6. Are women involved in school governance?
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In Maracha, the gender imbalance in school leadership
was clear, with just 1 out of 15 school leaders (head
teacher, deputy head teacher, or teacher left in charge
on the day of the survey) being female. The gender
imbalance was apparent in School Management
Committees (SMCs) as well, where none of the SMCs
in surveyed schools had a female chairperson.
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
